A Toxicologist explains the effects of cadmium exposure

In light of the recent scandal involving 17 workers in Samut Sakhon (a province in Thailand) testing
positive for cadmium, Sahaphume Srisuna, a medical toxicologist at Mahidol University, sheds light on the
potential long-term repercussions of cadmium poisoning and suggests preventive measures to minimize
cadmium exposure.

Sahaphume explains that exposure to cadmium in small amounts typically doesn’t pose immediate
health risks. However, prolonged ingestion or inhalation of cadmium can disrupt kidney function, leading to
calcium depletion and a condition known as osteomalacia, characterized by weakened bones.
